Winter Schedule  

Ridership during the winter on CTC’s two late ferries on 

Friday and Saturday nights (10:30/10:45pm) is historical-

ly near zero, and CTC buses meeting these trips are al-

most always empty.  

The CTC Board of Directors has approved implementa-

tion of a winter schedule effective October 11, 2022 

through May 25, 2023.  This winter schedule eliminates 

the 10:30pm/10:45pm ferry, and corresponding bus trips, 

on Friday and Saturday evenings. This will save CTC 

about $10,000 in payroll and fuel costs.   

This decision was made after careful review of passenger 

utilization, both on the ferry and the busses.  Based on 

historically low ridership, the elimination of two under-

utilized trips was deemed a prudent decision by the board 

to help control expenses amid rising operating costs. Ad-

ditionally, removing these virtually unused trips allows 

us to ease some of the staffing challenges we continue to 

experience. CTC anticipates no additional trip reductions 

in its regular schedule.
